Lé Anh Tuan - Nguyén Dirc Sang: Cotu ethnic people’s behavior towards the sacred
forests in Truro'ng Son region

Forests, especially the sacred forests, play an important role in the cultural life of the Cotu ethnic group
in the central mountainous region in Vietnam. Cotu traditional villagesare formed based on the forests. The
forest landis valued byany communities that come to settle or leavef or another settlement in their nomadic
life. The sacred forests of the Cotu people is a kind of the spiritual forests of many ethnic groups, a cultural
and religious center of the communities living in and by the forests. Being different from the production
forests which are used for cultivation, exploitation of forestry products, providing direct benefits in terms of
livelihood and social, spiritual forests produce impacts on beliefs and indirectly strengthen social stability
through practice of religious rituals.

Forests are the source of culture in the ethnic minority areas. Sacred forests are a sacred space - a
spiritual cultural space of the community, an environment which maintains the values of beliefs and beliefs
of the community.The role of sacred forests in society is reflected in the aspect of maintaining and creating
environments - social space associated with customs and habits in settlement, production and living such
as the custom of taboos linked with forest trees, wild animals; forest worshipping; and hunting festivals...
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
