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Nguyén Xuan Ly: Cham Binh Thuan pottery in the history and at present

The current Cham pottery has a long history origin. Rich and diverse ceramic collections over 2000
years ago were discovered in many archaeological relics attributed to Sa Huynh culture (the precursor of
Cham culture). For nearly a millennium, the Cham people were famous for their pottery used in the
architecture of temples built from the seventh to seventieth centuries and from the seventieth to nineteenth
centuries. Existence of some pottery villages and kilns dated back 890 and 570 years ago showed that the
pottery profession of the Cham people has been maintained and developed continuously.

Due to socio-historical impacts, only two traditional pottery villages have been remained for
operation, namely Bau Truc - Ninh Thuan and Binh Blrc - Binh Thuan. The paper studied the similarity
in technologies (manufacturing techniques, firing methods, and product distribution) between Cham
pottery through studying the pottery village of Binh B¢ (Binh Thuan) with the pottery of the Coho and
Raglai people in Binh Thuan in the past and at present. It proposed suggestion for preservation of craft
villages for tourism, bringing tourism to craft villages, and bring craft villages to tourism associated with
local Cham relics.
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
