Tir Thj Loan: Capital culture and cultural industrial development in Viet Nam

Since emergence, Pierre Bourdieu's concept of "cultural capital” has been inherited, applied and developed
by many scholars, while being criticized and adapted with many new meanings. On the basis of exploring the
expansion and development of the concept of "cultural capital", the author applied this theory to reflect the
exploitation and promotion of cultural capital in the development of cultural industries in Viet Nam.

Through identification and assessment of cultural resources, potentials and strengths of Vietnamese
culture as a type of capital, and analysis of the changes in perception and actions of the Viethamese
Government regarding the economic values of culture and the policy of cultural industry development, the
paper focused on the exploitation and promotion of the cultural capital in developing a number of cultural
industries managed by the Ministry of Culture, Sports and Tourism, including: Cultural tourism, performing
arts, fine arts, cinema and advertising industries.
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
