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Kiéu Thu Hoach: Studying ca tru from the folklore view

The paper sees ca tru from the perspective of folk culture and based on the research methodology to
learn ca tru as a panorama over the diachronic development process. It allows to properly identify the
nature of ca tru as a type of folk singing ritual at communal house and the core players of ca tru who were
ca nuong (singers) working as farmers and participating in seminary activities at the same time. Ca tru is
not only singing but also dancing. The musical instruments included not only a dan day (bird untitled) but
also a supporting orchestra consisting of many instruments. The Ca tru cradle was located in Thang Long -
Hanoi and the neighborhood not in Co Dam - Nghe reion as misperceived.
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
