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Lé Anh Tuan: Sacrifice ritual and symbol of Xonur worship pole: The cultural values
of Co’ Tu ethnic people in Triro'ng Son region

The buffalo sacrifice ritual of Co Tu ethnic people is the biggest and most important in the cultural life
of this ethnic community, reflecting the typical cultural identity of the Mon-Khmer inhabitants in Southeast
Asia. In the center of the buffalo sacrifice ritual site, the presence of a worshipping pole (Xonur) was a
symbol of its typical values of both spiritual life and fine art. Xonur, a worshipping pole in the sacrificial
ritual with its shape characteristics and spiritual nature was a symbolic language of communication
between people and the spirits. Ethnic cultural values are clearly reflected through the overall layout and
shape of the worshipping sacrifice pole and the combination of painting and sculpture. The worshipping
pole becomes a meaningful symbol of the religious as well as social significance.
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
