Ede folk music in general, and Ede musical instruments in particular, have been attached to people's
lives for thousands of years. As one of the ethnic groups with the richest musical instrument systems in the
Central Highlands, the Ede ethnic group has possessed a musical instrument system of unique materials,
manufacturing methods, performance, tones, rhythms and melodies. The paper is limited to introduction of
musical instruments made from bamboo, showing some of the musical culture characteristics of the Ede
ethnic group in Bk L&k province.
