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Nguyén Thi Tam Hanh: The influence of Chinese thought on the Hué family education under
the Nguyén dynasty (1802-1945) reflected through the bibliography system.

As the capital of the last monarchy of Vietnam, Hue is well-known for preservation of many imperial legacies,
rich in Confucianism in many ways: rituals, architecture, music, and cuisine... and especially the family
education. In addition to the manifestations in the practice of the education family, the ancient bibliographic
system, especially the family education and rules, village regulations, government regulations are the valuable
heritage kept in both private homes and big public libraries until today. These works reveal influence of China,
most notably Confucianism on the family tradition of Hue people under the Nguyen dynasty. However, it is worth
mentioning that Viethamese Confucians did not simply borrow the family education from the Ming and Quing
dynasties but actively selected and attempted to compose works for themselves, creating valuable heritage
capital of unique identity associated with the culture of the nation.
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
