Noriko Aikawa-Faure: From the UNESCO Collection of Traditional Music to the 2003 Convention

Traditional and folk music have been important areas for UNESCO since its inception. Having been in
charge of UNESCO'’s Traditional Music Programme from the mid-1980s until 2003, in this paper | intend to
describe how this area was integrated into and developed within UNESCO'’s overall cultural programme.
Milestones in its development included the UNESCO Collection of Traditional Music, launched in 1961, the
area’s integration into the Intangible Cultural Heritage programme created in 1993 and its incorporation
into the Convention for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage, adopted in 2003. The paper
traces advances in placing practitioners or communities at the heart of the programme and the general
development of this concept, which appeared in 1992 when the Convention on Biological Diversity was
adopted at the first Earth Summit held in Rio de Janeiro.
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
