Tran Thj An: Spacial movement, vicissitudes in the history and cultrual changes in the
legend and beliefs of Bach Ma Temple

Bach Ma Temple is located in the old quarter of Hanoi, attracting the religious practices of many
people such as traders, civil servants, and tourists. There are various myths about the gods of this relic
which witnessed the ups and downs of the history. Cultural changes have expanded this temple from the
village tutelary house to the capital tutelary palace along with the development of Hanoi capital. The
influences exerted by the external political and social changes and internal cultural changes have created
a multifaceted appearance of the temple which hides stories of belief that need to be decoded.

This article uses the theory of sacred space, symbols, and features of legends and discourse to identify
the creation of the god owner of the temple in the narrative and in the space of the relic and to explore the
role of the god recognized by the dynasties and in the people's lives. Based on the case of the god owner
of Bach Ma temple, the article concludes: when political power and the spiritual needs of the people were
combined, the created legends contributed to the peacefull and prosperous time in the history.
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
